Directions

Start outside the Library on Lochee High Street. Turn to
your right and walk up the High Street. Turn right off the
High Street and onto Methven Street. Walk along Methven
Street and turn right into Camperdown Street. At the end
of Camperdown Street turn left onto Burnside Street.
Walk a little way along, then take your next right onto
Gray’s Lane. At the bottom of Gray’s Lane turn right

and walk back along the High Street to the library.

Points of interest

The red stone public baths and library were paid
for by the mill-owning Cox Family and was built
in 1894-6.

The Cox’s Stack is 280ft high and is said to have
enough room to drive a horse and cart round
the top.

Lochee owes its existence to the Lochee Burn,
which originally powered its many mills.
