From Panmure Street, turn right after the railway
bridge into Orchar Park. Take the first left across
the middle of Orchar Park to cross Monifieth Road
via the traffic island. Cycle up Reres Road, bearing

right and enter Reres Hill Park at the gap in the
wall. There are two or three different routes
around the hill. Try them all and return to the
Green Circular the way you came.
