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CIVIC GOVERNMENT (SCOTLAND)  ACT 1982
CONDITIONS

(1)
A person shall not without a licence from the City Council (which the City Council are hereby authorised to grant if they think fit) have keep or use of -

(a)
any premises for the performance of stage plays or other theatrical representations;  or

(b)
any place for entertainments in the nature of dramatic entertainments or exhibitions;

(2)
The City Council may attach to any licence granted under the provisions of this section such conditions as they think fit.

(3)
Every licence granted under the provisions of this section shall specify the period for which such licence is granted.

(4)
A person who obtains a let of or is granted permission to use a building for which a licence under this section is in force covering the period for which the building is let to him or in respect of which such permission is granted shall not be required to obtain a further licence under this section covering such period in respect of such building.

(5)
There shall be no consumption of alcoholic liquor in the auditorium of the premises in respect of which the licence is granted.  This prohibition shall apply at all times during which the premises are open to the public.
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
