Document Description: 
A 5 year strategy to improve Dundee's recycling performance and promote sustainable waste management practices across the city. The strategy outlines 40 actions centred around 4 key themes which link to wider council plans &amp; priorities and seeks to improve performance, foster behaviour change and develop a number of key policies in line with national drivers.
Intended Outcome: 
Over the course of the five year strategy timescale, it is intended that the actions identified within the strategy will have helped to raise the profile of waste reduction, reuse and recycling in the City, resident behaviours will have changed as a result and there will be a reduction in waste arisings, and an increase in recycling as well as a step-change in attitudes surrounding waste. New policies will have been introduced which are informed by industry best practice and these will help drive forward the behavioural change required to make residents aware of the impacts of their actions in relation to waste, litter and recycling.
How will the proposal be monitored?: 
Each of the 40 identified actions within the strategy has measurable outcomes attached whereby performance can be monitored - whether by means of recycling rates, waste compositional analysis data, resident feedback, sign-up rates to new initiatives, reported contamination rates &amp; recorded waste arisings.

Screening Summary:
This is a strategy which seeks to consolidate the work already undertaken by the Council 2012-2018 in implementing the requirements of the Waste (Scotland) Regulations and Charter for Household Recycling, and which now focuses on the need to formalise initiatives within the council which support and implement national waste strategy and policy and encourages behavioural change amongst citizens.   The Council’s Waste Strategy 2020 – 2025 aims to encourage waste prevention and minimisation, as well as increasing the re-use and recycling of waste, whilst diverting waste from disposal. Whilst these interactions with the environment are all positive, the likely significance of the environmental effects are considered to be minimal.  Of prime consideration of this screening opinion is the limited scope of the Strategy and Action Plan to significantly alter actions to address the Scottish national Zero Waste Plan.   In following the course of action required in order to meet the objectives of the national Zero Waste Plan and supporting Scottish Government legislation in a local context, it is unlikely that these actions will have a significant environmental effect . For these reasons it is our view that the strategy is not likely to have any significant environmental effects within the context of the Environmental Assessment (Scotland) Act 2005. SEA is therefore not deemed to be necessary.
