 (The Dundee City Council Prohibition of Consumption of Alcohol in Designated Public Places Byelaw 1999) .

4. Cyclists: please act responsibly to other park users.

5. Golf / golf practice is only permitted in designated areas of Camperdown Park.
6. Dogs must be under close control or on a short lead at all times.
7. Dog Waste is a Health Hazard:  

NOT cleaning up your dog’s mess is an o�ence. (The Dog Fouling (Scotland) Act 2003 .)

8. Littering and dog fouling are punishable by instant fines.
