PART V - PUBLIC PROCESSIONS

CONDITIONS
 (1)
All processions should commence at the time stated in the Notice.

(2)

All processions should keep to the route stated in the Notice.

(3)

The Police will give instructions about the width of the carriageway which may be utilises by the participants. These instructions will vary in accordance with the particular type of carriageway, and these instructions should be obeyed.

(4)

There should be a minimum of <:app.marshalls> marshalls for the processions and marshalls must be clearly identifiable.  All Stewards must wear high visibility tabards or jackets with the word "Steward" thereon.  Jacket/tabard colour must not clash with on duty Police Officers
(5)

Organisers and participants should comply at all times with the directions or instructions given to them by the Police.

(6)

Where there are no footpaths, participants should keep to the right hand side of the road.

REASONS
To avoid clashes of dates, times and routes with other processions; also to enable proper arrangements to be made for police supervision, traffic management and, if necessary, road closures and the re-routing of bus services.

In the interest of public order; and to safeguard the interests of members of the public who are not involved in the procession.
