	· Ideas from the Gathering (item 5) - A report on this has been compiled by Emma Boa and will be taken forward via the Forum Chairs Group 
· Travel Networks (item 6.1) – Angie highlighted the dates of upcoming meetings

· Transport for Health & Activities – 18th June
· Demand Responsive Transport & Innovation – 19th June

· Full Transport Forum – July (date tbc)

· Public Transport – will meet in advance of any notified changes to bus company schedules

· Bus companies have been asked to identify any routes under threat of cancellation / change so that the Transport Forum can find out why they are not used and/or help to boost use

· Dundee Drugs Commission (item 6.2) – Queries were raised regarding the new Commission, and the Alcohol & Drugs Partnership; 

· Has the new Commission started yet? A: their first meeting is due to take place in the next few weeks. There is currently a call for evidence out, so people can send in their views to be passed on to the Commission 

· What is its makeup? Is it the same people as on the ADP? A: it is a separate group with a range of members from different organisations. The only overlap with the ADP is the Police Scotland representative

· Does it have any community representation? A: there are three service user representatives on the Commission

· Why is there no community representation on the ADP? A: there is no clear reason why not. Peter will raise this with ADP members

· Tackling Social Isolation (item 9.1)

· The wider isolation agenda will be discussed off-table as there are a number of projects working on this who need to link together better
· This topic sits between BSC and Mental Health

· The views of this group have been fed back to the Scottish Government as part of the consultation. Joyce indicated that Health & Social Care have also responded

· Specific areas will be looked at by the Frailty / Older People Strategic Planning Group (SPG), but this is an area which can affect people of all ages 

· Councillor Macpherson has asked whether a summit or ongoing group would be useful 

· Angie suggested that a roadmap would be useful, highlighting where people can go to access support, share information, etc.

· Joyce to check on information sharing within mental health services

	The Ferry LCPP Update
	

	
	Natalie presented on the progress made and aims of The Ferry LCPP. This included;
· Green space is very well used and needs to be maintained or improved

· A range of health issues are evident, affecting people of all ages

· Provision of safe routes is a particular issue, especially around schools

· Despite engagement efforts, many people are still uninformed about what is available to them

· Three particular areas of progress are;

· Xplore Dundee also supporting the planned summer sports programme by subsidising travel costs for those taking part
· The Local Learning Partnership have produced a pack containing information on the support available to families

· Aims include;

· To raise the profile of the LCPP and increase the number of local people attending meetings

· Introduce new funding criteria and approval process. Plans are to look at the broader picture; provide funding of no more than £2,500; target funding better, including spending at least £10k per year on ‘breaking down barriers to fulfilment’. A funding sub-group, including two community representatives, has been set up to assess applications. It is understood by the LCPP that this will introduce a bigger time lag between applications and funding being made available
· Dundee Decides was very successful in the Ward and had a broad reach within the community

Discussion followed which included;

· The Lochee LCPP have moved to bi-monthly meetings in order to be able to deal with items more timeously
· Discussion to take place regarding the planned new funding arrangements. To include Peter, Natalie, John, Paul and David Simpson (Ferry LCPP Chair)

	Joyce talked to a tabled update (attached) on the Health & Social Care Partnership. The main points included;
· An outline of what the integration of health and social care services means

· Links to presentations from the recent Smart Care convention, and mention of a ‘playlist for life’ which helps with reminiscence and dementia support

· Implementation of the Carers (Scotland) Act and links to further information

· A recent national Shared Care learning event which looked at respite for carers, with various organisations offering free items for carers – including hotel rooms, hair styling, tea & cake, etc.

· The launch of a new, one to one support service by Macmillan Cancer Support

· Recent consultation and stakeholder events held jointly by the ADP and Integrated Joint Board on the draft Strategic & Commissioning Plan for substance misuse in Dundee

· The launch of a two year pilot, heralded by the first Single Health & Work Gateway newsletter

Discussion followed which included;

· Query over where the Single Work & Health Gateway will be based. Joyce to find out and report back to the group
· This is a very broad area of work, and needs partnership working to be successful

· Blackwood Homes have been doing a lot of work in their housing to promote independence for wheelchair users. A whole host of technological aids are included in six new units (see www.blackwoodgroup.org.uk/blackwood-house for more information)

	John covered several items in relation to Community Planning:
In Your Neighbourhood
· Promotional postcards circulated (copy at the end of this minute)

· These sites are now all operational on Facebook

Dundee Decides

· The programme of works has been drafted (see attached), with all works due to be completed by the end of March 2019

· Environment are keen to add additional funds to expand on some of the supported projects

· A draft report on how PB will be developed in the future is to be submitted to the Council Management Team in June. The Scottish Government aims to have 1% of local authority revenue budgets allocated through PB by 2021

· The next iteration will include an idea generation phase and include clear outcomes
Local Community Plans

· These are to be publicised via bus stop posters as previous plans have been, with twenty posters being put up in each Ward

International Association for Community Development

· Planning is underway for the 24th – 28th June 2019 conference which will be held in Dundee

· The theme will be ‘People, Place & Power’

· The Community Development Fund, while small at £4k, will be able to support local people to attend the event

Additional Discussion included;

· David noted that the outline of planned Dundee Decides works doesn’t include a consultation stage in the timeline. While Engage Dundee provided the inspiration for these works, consultation would help to clarify specifics e.g. where dropped kerbs are most needed within the planned project

· John confirmed that there are no barriers to further consultation taking place on individual projects

· How do we reach further?

· Jay Grant has met with children at Kings Park school

· Some people had not heard about Dundee Decides. Any thoughts on how to broaden reach in the next year would be welcomed

· With the awareness that Dundee Decides will not be a one-off, there is a need to keep the momentum going. It is also important to look at whether this remains a Capital only programme, or incorporates Revenue budget items too

	Refuse Collection
	

	
	This was raised as an issue for several older people in areas which have recently introduced a new schedule. Several complaints have already been directed to Janet Wade to be dealt with. Discussion included;
· The need for calendars to be made available in advance of changes

· That time is needed for the new timetable to bed in as many collection teams are learning new routes

· ‘Assisted’ collections need to be got right. It was also noted that there are no assisted collections for brown bins

· Increased use of smart bins could be helpful, but any roll out would be dependent on budget constraints

· Fly-tipping is a behavioural issue that needs to be dealt with through enforcement

· Recycling rates are going up across the city as a result of changes that have been made

· Zero Waste Scotland has provided funding to enable door to door activity to encourage and educate people on recycling. Further assistance for this could be available from Advocating Together. Joyce to send information to Janet Wade

· While it is not generally promoted, where a household is unable to recycle its glass items, these can be put into general waste for uplift

Fifty events took place over a week, with over fifty people at the opening of an exhibition, guided walks, more than seventy people at a ceilidh, a talk about a lunatic asylum that used to be in the area, the launch of Maryfield’s ‘OpenClose’ trail, many taster sessions, and a parade to complete the event that more than doubled in size from start to finish, to over 100 people.
