KNOWLEDGE TEST

The new test would be in two parts –
Part 1 - Miscellaneous Street Names
Part 2 - Routes
 
The question pertaining to streets remains the same as the current test, namely 20 questions, only the pass mark has increased.  In order to achieve the 75% pass mark candidates would have to achieve at least 15 correct answers.
 
The second part of the test is the routes, this is where the main change.
 
The number of routes will be 16.  This means that to gain the 75% pass mark in this section the candidate would have to complete 12 routes correctly.
 
EXAMPLE
Nethergate taxi rank to Invercarse Hotel
 
Exit taxi rank and at the traffic lights turn right onto West Marketgait.
At roundabout take first exit onto Hawkhill, passing Rishis restaurant on the right.
Continue on Hawkhill passing Blackness Primary School on the left, until traffic lights at Blackness Avenue, Perth Road junction.
Continue straight onto Perth Road, passing Blackness Library on the right.
Continue on Perth Road, passing Harris Academy on the left and West Park Centre on the right.
Arrive and Invercarse Hotel on right.
If you find you are having difficulty in passing the test, you may wish to withdraw your application and apply again.

This is because the Council must, by law, decide on your application within 9 months of you making it.  If you have not passed the Taxi Knowledge Test within that time your application will be refused and then, also by law you are barred from re-applying for a year.

It will therefore protect your own interests to withdraw your application so that it cannot be refused. You may re-apply whenever you like.
