POLICY ON NEW GRANT OF TAXI LICENCES

The Licensing Committee, at its meeting held on 1st September, 2016, agreed that any applications for new Taxi Licences would only be granted on the condition that only an electric vehicle from the approved list can be placed on service.  Any subsequent replacement vehicles operated under these new licences will also need to be from the approved list of electric vehicles.

The Committee further agreed that privacy glass would not be permitted and that applicants should contact the vehicle manufacturer to make the necessary adjustments to the vehicle at the factory if possible or, if not possible, at the applicant's own expense prior to it being submitted for test.

The current approved electric vehicles are:-

Nissan Leaf (Saloon)

Renault Zoe (Saloon)

Kia Soul (Saloon)

Nissan NV200 (WAV)

Members noted that a new Taxi Licence will only be issued when the number of taxis fell below the limit and a full taxi survey determines that there is significant demand for taxis which is unmet or under the Committee policy on corporate licences and electric vehicles approved on 3rd March, 2016 as detailed below.
POLICY ON CORPORATE LICENCES AND ELECTRIC VEHICLES
At its meeting on 3rd March, 2016 the Licensing Committee agreed that existing Taxi Operators who held Licences in their own name would be permitted to apply for a Licence in a corporate name.  The Corporate Licence would be granted conditional upon surrender of the existing licence and would also have a condition attached requiring an electric vehicle from the list approved by the City Council being placed on service and any future replacement vehicles would also require to be electric. Existing saloon car operators will have an approved list of electric saloon cars to choose from and WAV Operators a separate list of electric WAV’s.  Both lists are limited meantime but it is hoped that in time more vehicles will come on to the market.

The Procedure to follow is:

1.
Set up a company or partnership;

2.
Please note that if you set up a partnership with a total of only two partners if one partner dies or for any other reason stops being a partner the partnership will cease to exist and your licence will fall.

3.
Apply for a new Taxi Licence in the normal manner and either post it or hand it in to the Licensing Officer at 20 City Square together with a copy of the Certificate of Incorporation of the company or partnership agreement;

4.
The fee for the application is £230;

5.
Usual checks on Companies and individuals named as Directors or partners will be carried out;

6.
Applications will go before members;

7.
Unless any statutory grounds for refusal apply, the Committee will grant the application attaching to it a condition that only an electric vehicle from the approved list can be placed in service as a taxi.  As stated above this will be on a like for like basis ie saloon car for electric saloon car and WAV for an electric WAV.  There will also be a condition suspending the coming into effect of the new licence until such time as the existing licence is surrendered;

8.
The existing licence will therefore run on until such time as it is surrendered which will be immediately prior to the electric taxi being tested by the garage.

9.
Until the existing Licence is surrendered both Licences will need to be renewed in May but only one fee will be charged.

10.
The usual testing arrangements will apply.

1.
False Statements

Any person who in or in connection with the making of this application makes any statement which he knows to be false or recklessly makes any statement which is false in a material particular shall be guilty of an offence and liable on summary conviction to a fine not exceeding £500.

2.
Change of Address
It is a condition of licence that any person who is the holder of a licence shall notify the Licensing Authority immediately on changing address.

3.
Renewal of Licence
No notification will be given of the expiry of any licence granted, other than at the time of grant.  It is the responsibility of the Licence Holder to ensure that any application for renewal of licence is submitted prior to the expiry of the existing licence.

4.
Lodging of Application
This application can be lodged at the Licensing Office, 20 City Square or Dundee House, 50 North Lindsay Street, Dundee.

The Licensing Office cannot accept cash payments.  Card and Cheques payments are accepted.  Anyone lodging a form here and wishing to pay by cash will be issued with an invoice which will have to be paid at Dundee House.  Cheques can be made payable to Dundee City Council.  All forms of payment can be accepted at Dundee House.  The fee is £230 which is non-refundable.

The application will not be considered to be lodged until the form has been signed, the fee has been paid and either Question 1 or 2 and Question 3 – 7 have been fully completed.  Applications which are incomplete will not be accepted.

5.
Unique Tax Reference Number

Self employed persons must register as such with HMRC within three months of setting up this business or they may be subject to a fine. HMRC will issue a ten digit unique tax reference number that will remain with that person for life.
