False Statements

Any person who in or in connection with the making of this application makes any statement which he knows to be false or recklessly makes any statement which is false in a material particular shall be guilty of an offence and liable on summary conviction to a fine not exceeding £500.

Unique Tax Reference Number

Applicants must register as self-employed with the Inland Revenue within three months of a successful application or they may be subject to a fine.  Applicants will be issued with a ten digit unique tax reference number that will remain with them for life.

4 Policy

The Council will only grant a new Taxi Licence where the vehicle involved has European, whole volume type approval and has been assessed by the Council’s Test Centre.  A list of accessible vehicles is here.
